There is power in the name of Jesus, and in the prayers of believers who pray in that Name!  God loves you and wants to give good gifts to you – including your healing. “Ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you.” (Matthew 7:7).  Let’s read the story of a man who got much more that what he asked for in Acts 3:2-8, 16:





“And a certain man lame from his mother’s womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the gate of the temple which is called Beautiful, to ask alms from those who entered the temple; who, seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple, asked for alms.  And fixing his eyes on him, with John, Peter said, ‘Look at us.’  So he gave them his attention, expecting to receive something from them. Then Peter said, ‘Silver and gold I do not have, but what I do have I give you: ‘In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, rise up and walk.’  And he took him by the right hand and lifted him up, and immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength.  So he, leaping up, stood and walked and entered the temple with them – walking, leaping, and praising God.”  





All the people who saw this were greatly amazed. They stared at Peter and John as though they had healed the man by their own power, but Peter went on to declare the gospel of Christ, and in verse 16, Peter shares with them (and us) the true source of the man’s healing:  “And (Jesus’) name, through faith in His name, has made this man strong, whom you see and know.  Yes, the faith which comes through Him has given him this perfect soundness in the presence of you all.”  














Prayer:  Dear Lord,  I thank you that there is power in Jesus’ name, and I ask You to heal my (name your condition) in that Name!  I take authority over sickness (or other need) in the name of Jesus.  It’s power over my life and body is broken, and I am healed.   In the Name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, I pray,   Amen.





Day 29 – Power in the Name of Jesus





“And whatever you ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son.”


							         John 14:13





30–Day Monthly Devotional








There was a man who had lived long and was strictly religious.  He knew all the do’s and don’ts, and followed the traditions that had been passed down through the generations before him. Yet, hearing Jesus teach, and witnessing the miracles Jesus did, Nicodemus went to Him secretly, saying, “no one can do these signs that You do unless God is with him.”  You see, the miracles Jesus performed must have had a profound effect on Nicodemus, who realized that there was more than just attending religious services and practicing religious duties. This Jesus opened blind eyes and did things no ordinary man could do!  Jesus replied to Nicodemus with the scripture at the top of this page (Read again). Then continuing in John 3:4-5, “Nicodemus said to Him, ‘How can a man be born when he is old?  Can he enter a second time into his mother’s womb and be born?’ Jesus answered, ‘Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water (natural birth) and the Spirit (spiritual rebirth), he cannot enter the kingdom of God.’” Nicodemus seemed a little confused, but Jesus went on in verses 3:13-15, “No one has ascended to heaven but He who came down from heaven, that is, the Son of Man who is in heaven.  And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted up, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life.’”





Jesus was telling Nicodemus of things to come.  In effect, He was saying: it isn’t what you do, how much you give, or how often you go to church – it’s Who you know – Me!  I’m the Son of God, and if you believe in Me, you’ll be able to understand spiritual things and enter into the kingdom of God.








Prayer:  Dear God, Thank you that I can be born again spiritually and have a personal relationship with Your Son, Jesus.  Like Nicodemus, I believe You are with Jesus, and that You will do great things in my life, too.   In Jesus’ Name, Amen. 





Day 2 – Not Religion But Relationship!





“Jesus answered and said to (Nicodemus), ‘Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.’”


							          John 3:3





After Jesus triumphed over satan’s attacks in the wilderness, He began His public ministry of preaching, teaching, and healing the sick.  The first message Jesus preached to people was a call to repent.  This means to turn from sin.   How do you turn from sin?  By turning to God!  Romans 3:23 states: “…for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God…”  Admitting our sin brings the realization that we need a Savior!  Who is that Savior? His name is Jesus. We have already read on the previous pages how God sent Jesus to save us from our sin, and make us children of God when we believe in Him.





God is holy. There is no unrighteousness in Him – or in heaven.  According to the first book of the Bible, Genesis, God’s creation was perfect – until Adam and Eve fell into sin by disobeying God.  They succumbed to the lies of that evil mastermind, satan, who came to them as a serpent in the beautiful garden God had given them. Sin separated Adam and Eve (and all of us from that time on) from a holy God. And so, since that time, Our Father has planned a way for His creation (us) to return to Him.  Sin is punishable by death.  Blood had to be shed to fulfill the justice of God.  So, God sent His Son to die in our place; Jesus took the punishment we deserve upon Himself.  Through His sacrifice, we can live in right standing with God once again.  Just knowing this however, is not enough; salvation requires a personal decision on the part of each of us.  If you have not already asked Jesus to be your Savior, are you ready to make that most important decision right now?








Prayer:  Thank you, Jesus, for dying on the cross for me.  I now repent of my sin and turn to You.  I ask You to be my Savior and Lord.  Help me, by faith, and through the power of Your Spirit, to live a life that is pleasing to You.  In Your Name,  Amen.





Day 4 – First Step to Healing





“From that time Jesus began to preach and to say, ‘Repent for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.’”


						         	Matthew 4:17





Who is this Jesus?  You probably have heard of His humble birth.  Born of the Holy Spirit from the womb of a young girl we know as Mary, Jesus’ life was anything but ordinary.  He was marked by the supernatural power of God!  From conception through His boyhood, Jesus grew in stature, wisdom and favor with God and people. Time came to fulfill the purpose for which He had come.  First introduced to the then-known world by His cousin John, Jesus was baptized and filled with the Holy Spirit of God.





Who is Jesus?  The gospel account of John reveals Jesus to us:


“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  He was in the beginning with God.  All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.  In Him was life, and the life was the light of men.  And the light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not comprehend it. There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. This man came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all through him might believe.  He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light. That was the true Light which gives light to every man coming into the world. He was in the world, and the world was made through Him, and the world did not know Him.  He came to His own, and His own did not receive Him.  But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, to those who believe in His name…” 





Who is Jesus?  Jesus is the Son of God, and you are special to Him.  Won’t you receive what He wants to do in your life today?  If you will receive Him, then God, Jesus’ Father, will also become your Father.  If you are sincere, say the following prayer out loud: from your heart.








Prayer:  Dear God,  Thank you for sending Jesus to earth for me that I may know You as my Father, and that I may have eternal life and live someday in heaven with You.  I recognize that Jesus is Your Son, and I believe in Him today.   In Jesus’ Name,  Amen.





Day 1 – The Greatest Gift





“For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten 


Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.”


				John 3:16





God’s power was with Jesus, through His Spirit, to preach, teach and heal the sick.  Note that this passage pinpoints the origin of sickness: “oppressed by the devil.”  God does not cause sickness – the devil does.  So, let’s put the blame where it belongs. “The thief (devil) does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy.  I  (Jesus) have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.” (John 10:10)  This abundant life includes deliverance from the oppression and attacks of our enemy, the devil.  It also includes our healing from sickness and disease.  You can be healed and walk in abundant health!





“Yes, but,” you may say, “doesn’t God allow the devil to harm us?” or, “God removes His protection” or, “God is trying to teach me something.”  No, no, no!  If the devil gains access to us, it’s because we gave it to him.  People open the door to sickness and other attacks of the devil in many ways:  sin, ignorance (of what God’s word promises about healing), fear, unbelief, judging others, selfishness, ignoring God, and unforgiveness.





But the good news is that there is no sickness or problem too hard for God.  Nothing we have done, or haven’t done, is out of the reach of God’s grace – except if we choose to reject Him.  The same anointing that empowered Jesus, when He walked on the earth, is available today to heal the sick; to set the captives free from sin, oppression, and pain.  Dare to believe that Jesus is still a Miracle-Worker, and that He will meet your need today.








Prayer:  Dear God,  Thank you, Father, that Jesus has come to give me abundant life, including healing from (name your condition). I repent of (name anything God shows you), and ask You to forgive me.  I believe I receive a special touch from Your Holy Spirit in my mind, heart and body right now.   In Jesus’ Name, I pray.  Amen.





Day 6 – Ministry of Miracles








“…how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.”


								Acts 10:38





Though Jesus calls us to repent and turn from sin – make no mistake; we can never be good enough to earn God’s favor and salvation.  Salvation comes only through faith in Jesus Christ.  It is totally a work of God’s grace!  Hallelujah!  Not only can we not save ourselves, we cannot even will to believe.  Faith is born as we read and hear the word of God. “So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.” (Romans 10:17)  As you look to Jesus, the Author and Finisher of your faith, and trust in His sacrifice for you, then supernatural faith will come alive in your heart! Read also the preceding verses in Romans, chapter 10 (Romans 10:1-16).





Believing in Jesus with our heart, we are saved from punishment and the control of sin in our lives.  We no longer need to feel guilty or fearful.  God’s grace brings forgiveness, as it says in Ephesians 1:7: “In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace…”





God didn’t demand that we “clean up our act” first. “But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.” (Romans 5:8)  He says, “Come as you are.”  We couldn’t do everything right if we tried!  But, God’s Holy Spirit comes to dwell in us when we receive Jesus as Savior and Lord.  He is the One who gives us the power to change, and to live a victorious life in Christ.  Praise God for His glorious grace and wonderful love!














Prayer:  Thank you, Father, for Your love so great.  You know my weakness and shame; yet You love me anyway, and sent Jesus to live in me.  Thank you for forgiving my sins, not because I deserve it, but because of Your glorious grace and righteousness.   Amen.





Day 5 – God’s Glorious Grace





“For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast.”


							       Ephesians 2:8








What an awesome thought!  Again, it’s not our works that please God – it’s our faith.  It may seem today that the word “faith” has been sometimes misunderstood, and has become suspect to some.  You hear people complain, “oh, that’s just that ‘name it and claim it’ bunch.”  But faith is important to God!  And, it’s vitally important to you, too – if you truly want to be healed.  God is so loving that sometimes He will heal people, even skeptics, just out of His mercy.  But, most of the time, His healing power will come forth as a result of somebody’s faith.





As mentioned earlier, you can’t just decide to have faith.  It isn’t will power.  The first requisite for having faith is to be born again, so that you can have spiritual understanding.  Then, as you read, hear, and study the word of God (the Bible), your faith will grow and produce results.  (See Romans 10:17.) 





But more than just the power to believe, faith is actually a living force that causes your healing, or whatever you are believing for, to manifest as shown in Hebrews 11:1: “Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.”





Tomorrow, we will begin looking at a series of Christ’s miracles and watch the Savior in action – just remember that He will do the same for you!   Be sure to notice how often Jesus said to the people who were seeking to be healed, “Be it done to you according to your faith.”











Prayer:  Dear Father in heaven, I want to have this faith that pleases You.  Guide me as I read and study Your word so that my faith will grow and produce results.   By faith, I believe that You will heal me from (name your condition).  In Jesus’ Name, Amen.





Day 8 – Faith Brings Results








“But without faith it is impossible to please (God), for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.”


							        Hebrews 11:6





Throughout the New Testament accounts of Jesus’ healing miracles, you will witness Jesus’ great compassion for people.  This man was no exception: 





“And it happened when (Jesus) was in a certain city, that behold, a man who was full of leprosy saw Jesus; and he fell on his face and implored Him, saying, ‘Lord, if You are willing, You can make me clean.’  Then (Jesus) put out His hand and touched Him, saying, 'I am willing; be cleansed.’  Immediately the leprosy left him.”  (Luke 5:12-13)





The man recognized Jesus as “Lord,” and knew that it was within His power to heal him.  But the man really wasn’t sure that it was God’s will for him to be healed.  Perhaps, he thought he was suffering for God’s glory or that God was teaching him patience or some other lesson through his affliction.  Maybe he didn’t really believe that God loved him enough to heal him.  The Bible doesn’t say, but whatever the reason, this man doubted Jesus’ willingness to heal him from his disease.  But, what did Jesus say?   He assured the man, “I am willing; be cleansed.” 





The Bible says that God is no respecter of persons – what He has done for another, He will do for you.  Whatever your sickness, or problem, or need is today,  be assured that Jesus cares and wants to heal you and set you free.  You must seek Him, and ask for your miracle, just like this man did.  Believe His love for you!  








Prayer:  Dear God,  I believe it is Your will to heal me.  Help me in my unbelief.  I know that my (name your condition) is not too hard for You, and that this sickness or problem is not your will for me.  Jesus, because You are willing, I thank You today for Your answer to my need.   In Your Name, I pray.  Amen.





Day 10 – God Wants You Healed!





“Then (Jesus) put out His hand and touched him, saying, ‘I am willing; be cleansed.’  Immediately the leprosy left him.”


							          Luke 5:13








“Now a woman, having a flow of blood for twelve years, who had spent all her livelihood on physicians and could not be healed by any, came from behind and touched the border of (Jesus’) garment.  And immediately her flow of blood stopped.  And Jesus said, ‘Who touched me?’  When all denied it, Peter and those with him said, ‘ Master, the multitudes throng and press You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’  But Jesus said, ‘Somebody touched Me, for I perceived power going out from Me.’  Now when the woman saw that she was not hidden, she came trembling; and falling down before Him, she declared to Him in the presence of all the people the reason she had touched Him and how she was healed immediately.  And He said to her, ‘Daughter, be of good cheer; your faith has made you well.  Go in peace.’” (Luke 8:43-48)





Here is another case of great faith and humility.  But the point I want to focus on is the woman’s tenacity in seeking Jesus.  According to the tradition of the day, she was unclean, and should not have even been in that crowd following Jesus, much less to reach out and touch Him.  We don’t know whether it was courage or desperation that drove her to become so bold, but she knew if she could get close enough to Jesus to touch Him, that she would be healed.  In spite of her fear, she responded when Jesus asked who it was who had drawn healing power out of Him.  You can be bold, too.  Just reach out and touch Jesus.  Seek Him with all your heart, and you will not be disappointed.  The healing Jesus will be there for you, too!  








Prayer:  Dear Father,  Help me to be bold in my pursuit of Jesus.  I desire to touch His heart, and receive of His anointing.  Help me to spend more time with Him daily in prayer and reading the Bible.   In Jesus’ Name, I pray.  Amen.





Day 12 – Seek Jesus and You Will Receive





“…(the woman) declared to (Jesus)…the reason she had touched Him and how she was healed immediately.”





								Luke 8:48





A crowd had gathered to hear Jesus, and He preached to them.  Four men with great faith and love for their friend brought a paralytic to Jesus and set him down before Jesus.  The story in Mark 2:2-12 goes on to say:





“When Jesus saw their faith, He said to the paralytic, ‘Son, your sins are forgiven you.’  And some of the scribes were sitting there and reasoning in their hearts, ‘Why does this Man speak blasphemies like this?  Who can forgive sins but God alone?’  But immediately, when Jesus perceived in His spirit that they reasoned thus within themselves, He said to them, ‘Why do you reason about these things in your hearts?  Which is easier to say to the paralytic, ‘Your sins are forgiven you,’ or to say, ‘Arise, take up your bed and walk’?  But that you may know that the Son of Man has power on earth to forgive sins’ – He said to the paralytic, ‘I say to you, arise, take up your bed and go to your house.’  Immediately (the man) arose, took up the bed, and went out in the presence of them all, so that all were amazed and glorified God, saying, ‘We never saw anything like this!’”





Here, Jesus is showing us the link between sin and sickness.  In the world we will have trouble, but sometimes our sicknesses or problems have their root in sin.  When you are believing God for healing, be sure to ask Him to reveal any sin or disobedience that may be hindering the manifestation of your healing. Then repent!  The same Jesus Who heals your body also forgives all your sins!











Prayer:  Dear God,  Reveal anything that is standing in the way of my receiving healing.  I repent today of (name what He shows you).  Thank you for your forgiveness, and that I am accepted by You through Christ Jesus.  In His Name, I pray.  Amen.








Day 14 – Rise and Be Healed!








“When Jesus saw their faith, He said to the paralytic, ‘Son, your sins are forgiven you.’”





								Mark 2:5








One of my favorite scriptures!  The prophet Isaiah is looking ahead to the fulfillment of God’s promised Savior.  Isaiah, chapter 53, describes the crucifixion of Jesus many years in advance of its  actual happening.  We know this because reference to this scripture is made again during the lifetime of Jesus in Matthew 8:16-17: “When evening had come, they brought to Him many who were demon-possessed.   And He cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were sick, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: ‘He Himself took our infirmities and bore our sicknesses.’”





Jesus not only bore the punishment for our sins, but also personally bore our sicknesses, weakness and pain.  He purchased by His death on the cross: salvation for our soul, peace for our mind, emotional wholeness for our heart, and healing for our physical body!  Our entire being was covered by Jesus’ atonement for us.  What a wonderful Father we have Who sacrificed His own Son for our total well being!  What a wonderful Savior and Healer we have Who gave Himself for us!  





So you see, healing and deliverance was actually accomplished 2,000 years ago when Jesus paid the price for it.  Jesus already did His part!  Now, all we have to do is receive, through faith and patience, what God has promised to us in His word.  You have already believed the good news about Jesus to be saved; now use that same faith to believe also for your miracle.  








Prayer:  Dear God,  Thank you for Your plan for my salvation and healing through Jesus Christ.  I apply His precious blood to my situation to cleanse, protect, heal, and deliver me.  Sickness and every stronghold of satan is broken off of me now!  Amen.





Day 16 – Looking Ahead to God’s Promise





“Surely (Jesus) has borne our griefs And carried our sorrows… But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed.”				


          Isaiah 53:4-5


						





Do you think to yourself, “I know God healed so and so, but his case wasn’t as serious as mine.  The doctors say there’s no hope; my condition is critical.”  Well, it doesn’t matter how impossible your situation may seem; there is absolutely nothing too hard for God.  Jesus is the Healer.   He heals everything from a sore throat to cancer, a broken leg to heart failure.  Diabetes, stroke, degenerative disorders, mental torment ...whatever is ailing you. Yes, the Lord will heal you, if you trust Him and follow His instructions.  The girl in today’s story (Mark 5:22-24, 35-42) was about as hopeless as you could get – she was dead!  But listen to what happened when Jesus got involved:





“…(The ruler) begged (Jesus) earnestly, saying, ‘My little daughter lies at the point of death.  Come and lay Your hands on her, that she may be healed, and she will live.’  So Jesus went with him…While He was still speaking, some came from the ruler of the synagogue’s house who said, ‘Your daughter is dead.  Why trouble the Teacher any further?’  As soon as Jesus heard the word that was spoken, He said to the ruler of the synagogue, ‘ Do not be afraid; only believe.’ …Then (Jesus) took the child by the hand, and said to her, ‘…Little girl, I say to you, arise.’  Immediately the girl arose and walked…”





Let Jesus get involved in your situation today, and there will be nothing that He cannot handle.  Allow faith to come alive in your heart today – be filled with hope and expectation that your Savior is working things out in your behalf, and He will perform a miracle for you, too!








Prayer:  Dear God,  I praise You, for You are worthy of praise and glory and honor!   I believe there is nothing too hard for You.  I will not fear how things look or what people say.  Thank you for filling me with faith today to receive my healing.  Amen.





Day 15 – Nothing Is Too Hard for God!








“And immediately the (dead) girl arose and walked, for she 


was twelve years of age.  And they were overcome with great amazement.”										Mark 5:42





When it looks like your prayers have not been answered, and you can’t see any difference in your situation, hang on.  Hang on to Jesus; believe the word of God over your circumstances, in spite of your feelings.  Many healings are instantaneous; some take a little more time, or come in degrees.  You may only notice gradual improvement.  This is great!  Be encouraged by every step forward, no matter how small it may seem to you.  Keep trusting in the Lord – Jesus will never fail you or forsake you. Let’s read today’s story (Mark 8:22-25):





“Then He came to Bethsaida; and they brought a blind man to Him, and begged Him to touch him.  So He took the blind man by the hand and led him out of the town.  And when He had spit on his eyes and laid His hands on him, He asked him if he saw anything.  And (the man) looked up and said, ‘I see men like trees, walking.’  Then (Jesus) put His hands on his eyes again and made him look up.  And he was restored and saw everyone clearly.”





Why did Jesus take the man out of town?  Could there have been scoffers around that Jesus didn’t want to influence the man?  Don’t  speak or listen to negative comments about your situation.  Jesus said, “With men this is impossible, but with God all things are possible.” (Matthew 19:26)   On the other hand, ask your faith-filled family and friends to agree with you in prayer for your healing.  In this story, others brought the man to Jesus for his miracle.  Don’t give up – YOUR miracle is on the way, too!








Prayer:  Dear God,  I confess to You my doubts and fears, and ask You to forgive me.  Help me not to give up, but to continue seeking Jesus through Your word and prayer.  Jesus healed the blind man, and He will heal me, too.   In Jesus’ Name, Amen.





Day 13 – Don’t Give Up – Keep Believing





“Then (Jesus) came to Bethsaida; and they brought a blind man to Him, and begged Him to touch him.”





								Mark 8:22





“And a certain centurion’s servant, who was dear to him, was sick and ready to die.  So when he heard about Jesus, he sent elders of the Jews to Him, pleading with Him to come and heal his servant.  And when they came to Jesus, they begged Him earnestly, saying that the one for whom He should do this was deserving...Then Jesus went with them.  And when He was already not far from the house, the centurion sent friends to Him, saying to Him, ‘Lord, do not trouble Yourself, for I am not worthy that You should enter under my roof.  Therefore, I did not even think myself worthy to come to You. But say the word, and my servant will be healed.  For I also am a man placed under authority, having soldiers under me.  And I say to one, ‘Go,’ and he goes; and to another, ‘Come,’ and he comes; and to my servant, ‘Do this,’ and he does it.’  When Jesus heard these things, He marveled at him, and turned around and said to the crowd that followed Him, I say to you, I have not found such great faith…’”  (Luke 7:2-9)





Humility and faith go together.  Faith is not a boastful attitude.  It is not an attitude of arrogance that says, “I deserve to be healed because I have so much faith” or, “I’m so spiritual.”  On the contrary, real faith is the realization of God’s sovereign power to do the impossible.  Understanding this brings an attitude of humility and awe in the heart of the seeker.





If you don’t think your faith is big enough, be encouraged by reading Matthew 17:20 where Jesus told His disciples that if they had faith as (tiny) as a mustard seed, they could command mountains to move and they would obey.  As you read the word of God and spend time with Jesus, your faith will grow and grow.


  








Prayer:   Dear God,  Thank you for mountain-moving faith today to believe You for my miracle.  I am humbled at the great works Jesus did, and believe He will do a great work in my situation, too.  I praise You for the authority You have given me, through Christ Jesus, to overcome sin, sickness and affliction.  Amen. 





Day 11 – Great Faith = Great Miracle!








“…(Jesus) said to the crowd that followed Him, I say to you, I have not found such great faith…’”


								Luke 7:9





Let’s read the story of this man who really didn’t want anything to do with Jesus.  He certainly didn’t have any faith or desire to obey the Master.  But God’s mercy is so great that Jesus even healed a skeptic, a rebel, a man filled with hatred and demonic spirits.  And, note that this man was in the Church (Synagogue); perhaps he   even appeared “religious,” because he knew about spiritual things.  This man recognized Who Jesus is.  Luke 4:33-35 tells the story:





“Now in the synagogue there was a man who had a spirit of an unclean demon.  And he cried out with a loud voice, saying, ‘Let us alone!  What have we to do with You, Jesus of Nazareth?  Did You come to destroy us?  I know who You are – the Holy One of God!’  But Jesus rebuked him, saying, ‘Be quiet and come out of him!’  And when the demon had thrown him in their midst, it came out of him and did not hurt him.”   





It is important to note here that Jesus loved the man.  People can receive demonic spirits through sin or disobedience.  Sometimes, these spirits can be a result of generational sin or bondage.   Experimenting in the occult, or occultic books, television and music, can also attract evil spirits.  Remember too, that God loves everyone; it is the spirit operating in or against these people that needs to be cast out, so that the person can become free.





Is there some habit, or sin, or bondage controlling you?  The blood of Jesus was shed to deliver you – and to heal you – so that you can walk in freedom, and enjoy the good plan of God for your life!  Don’t run from God, but seek Jesus, trusting fully in His sacrifice. 








Prayer:  Dear God,  Help!  Please deliver me from (name your condition).  I’ve tried and tried to stop but I can’t do it by myself.  I  trust in Jesus to set me free by the power of His blood shed for me.  It is through Your Holy Spirit, not by my efforts, that it is done.  Thank


 you for the victory!  In Jesus’ Name, I pray.  Amen.   





Day 9 – Jesus: Acting in Authority





“Then they were all amazed and spoke among themselves, saying, ‘What a word this is! For with authority and power He commands the unclean spirits, and they come out.’”


								Luke 4:36








There is a connection between our human spirit, soul, and body.  The results of our thoughts and actions affect every area of life.  In today’s scripture, John is echoing the very heart of God, who desires to bless you and increase you in all things.  Of first importance is your soul; as your soul prospers, your body and finances will follow.  





How does your soul prosper?  Spend time with Jesus through prayer, Bible study and times of worship.  Jesus should not only be your Savior, but Lord over your life, too.  This means that He has complete authority.  But, this is far from being restrictive!  Our Father knows what is best for us, and those things will make us happy, too.  He doesn’t take from us – He longs to give to us!  Ephesians 3:20 promises, “Now to Him (God) who is able to do exceedingly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us.”  You can’t even imagine the good things God has waiting for you, if you will seek Him, and believe that all things are possible with God.





It is clearly the Lord’s will to heal you!  Don’t let anything or anyone talk you out of it – not your own fears or doubts – not how your body feels, or what the situation looks like – not even well-meaning, but unlearned friends.  Believe what the word of God says about your situation.   Don’t focus on yourself, but on God’s promises.  Let Jesus fill your heart and mind, and He will give you perfect peace.  He is more than enough to meet your need. 








Prayer:  Dear God,  Thank you that it is Your will for me to be healed and whole in my spirit, soul, and body.  Help me to learn more about Jesus and draw closer to Him, day by day.  I do believe that all things are possible with You.   Amen.  





Day 7 – It Is God’s Will to Heal YOU!





“Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your soul prospers.”


							         III John 2





Before Jesus’ miracle ministry could begin on this earth, the Spirit of God prepared Him for the battles ahead.  The devil tried to make Jesus lose sight of God’s purpose through tempting and bribing Him.  But Jesus remained unshakeable.  He was victorious over satan’s schemes.  Jesus did not abort His Father’s plan, but overcame every temptation through speaking the word of God.  Finally, the devil gave up (for a season) and departed.  Jesus was ready to begin the work the Father had assigned to Him.





Today’s scripture outlines Jesus’ mission to save mankind.  First, He preached the “good news” that He was sent from God to save man from his sin, so man could go to heaven, not hell, at the end of his days.  But that wasn’t all!  Jesus came to heal those who are sick, and to set people free.  Free from addictions, depression, fear.  Free from whatever has control over you and prevents you from walking in the wonderful plan that God has for your life.





If you have a Bible, read all of Luke, chapter 4, up until the featured scripture, and you will see how Jesus overcame every attempt of satan to steal, kill and destroy.  Satan wants to do this in your life, too, but don’t let him!  Like Jesus, you can say: “It is written,” and declare the promises of victory in God’s word over every area of your life…your health, your family, your finances,  and all that is dear to your heart.  If you prayed yesterday to be born again, you have power over sin and trouble – through Jesus, Who is the living Word, and through the written word of God.








Prayer:  Dear God,  Jesus is awesome!  I believe He will heal me, and set me free from those things that have been standing in my way.  Thank you for Your overcoming power and love which flow through Jesus into my life.  I believe and speak Your word daily.  Teach me Your promises and reveal the good things You have for me.  In Jesus’ Name,  Amen.





Day 3 – Victory Over Opposition





“The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me to preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim deliverance to the captives  And recovery of sight to the blind, To set at liberty those who are oppressed; To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.” 			         Luke 4:18-19. 








You’ve probably noticed that the thread woven throughout this book is the gospel of Jesus Christ – “Jesus Christ and Him crucified.”  (1 Corinthians 2:2)   So, for today and tomorrow, we are going to let the gospel speak for itself.  (Jesus was born of the virgin; He grew, received the Holy Spirit and began His public ministry.  He preached, taught, and healed.  Now has come the greatly awaited, promised time for which He came to earth – to offer Himself up for man’s sins.  He has been betrayed by Judas, and arrested by the Jews along with a detachment of troops.  Jesus was brought to stand before the high priest, who had said that it was expedient for one man to die for the people.   Jesus was denied by Peter, His own disciple, and turned over to Pilate, so that He could be tried by Roman law.   Here we enter the book of John, Chapter 19): 





“So then Pilate took Jesus and scourged Him.  And the soldiers twisted a crown of thorns and put it on His head, and they put on Him a purple robe.  Then they said, ‘Hail, King of the Jews!’  And they struck Him with their hands.  Pilate then went out again, and said to them, ‘Behold, I am bringing Him out to you, that you may know that I find no fault in Him.’  Then Jesus came out wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe.  And Pilate said to them, ‘Behold the Man!’  Therefore, when the chief priests and officers saw Him, they cried out, saying, ‘Crucify Him, crucify Him!’  Pilate said to them, ‘You take Him and crucify Him for I find no fault in Him.’  The Jews answered him, ‘We have a law, and according to our law He ought to die, because He made Himself the Son of God.’  Therefore, when Pilate heard that saying, he was the more afraid, and went again into the Praetorium, and said to Jesus, ‘Where are You from?’  But Jesus gave him no answer.  Then Pilate said to Him, ‘Are You not speaking to me?  Do You not know that I have power to crucify You, and power to release You?’  Jesus answered, ‘You could have no power at all against Me unless it had been given you from above.  Therefore, the one who delivered Me to you has the greater sin.’  


From then on Pilate sought to release Him, but the Jews cried out, saying, ‘If you let this Man go, you are not Caesar’s friend.  Whoever makes himself a king speaks against Caesar.’ When Pilate therefore heard that saying, he brought Jesus out and sat down in the judgment seat in a place that is called The Pavement, but in Hebrew, Gabbatha.  Now it was the Preparation Day of the Passover, and about the sixth hour.  And he said to the Jews, ‘Behold your King!’  But they cried out, ‘Awaywith Him, away with Him!  Crucify Him!’ Pilate said to them, ‘Shall I crucify your King?’  The chief priests answered, ‘We have no king but Caesar!’  Then he delivered Him to them to be crucified.    











As wonderful as Jesus’ work, in our behalf, on the cross is, there’s more.  We don’t serve a dead Savior.  Jesus is alive!  Because He rose from the dead, we know that we too have the hope of receiving new bodies and living forever in heaven… (Now, after Jesus’ death, a man named Joseph asked Pilate for the body of Jesus.   He wrapped Jesus’ body in lnen and laid it in a new tomb.  Let’s pickup the story from Luke, Chapter 24): 





Now on the first day of the week, very early in the morning, (the women who had followed Jesus) came to the tomb, bringing the spices which they had prepared.  But they found the stone rolled away from the tomb.  Then they went in and did not find the body of the Lord Jesus.  And it happened, as they were greatly perplexed about this, that behold, two men stood by them in shining garments.  Then as they were afraid and bowed their faces to the earth, they said to them, ‘Why do you seek the living among the dead?  He is not here, but is risen!  Remember how He spoke to you when He was still in Galilee, saying, ‘The Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again.’  And they remembered His words.  Then they returned from the tomb and told all these things to the eleven and to all the rest.   It was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary, the mother of James, and the other women with them, who told these things to the apostles.  And their words seemed to them like idle tales, and they did not believe them.  But Peter arose and ran to the tomb; and stooping down, he saw the linen cloths lying by themselves;  and he departed, marveling to himself at what had happened.  Now behold, two of them were traveling that same day to a village called Emmaus, which was seven miles from Jerusalem.  And they talked together of all these things which had happened.  So it was, while they conversed and reasoned, that Jesus Himself drew near and went with them.  But their eyes were restrained, so that they did not know Him.  And He said to them, ‘What kind of conversation is this that you have with one another as you walk and are sad?’  Then the one whose name was Cleopas answered and said to Him, ‘Are You the only stranger in Jerusalem, and have You not known the things which happened there in these days?’  And He said to them, ‘What things?’  So they said to Him,  ‘The things concerning Jesus of Nazareth, who was a Prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people, and how the chief priests and our rulers delivered Him to be condemned to death, and crucified Him.  But we were hoping that it was He who was going to redeem Israel.

D a y   1 8  – The CROSS   (continued from Day 17)





 “(Jesus) said, ‘It is finished!’” 	


							John 19:30








So they took Jesus and led Him away.  And He bearing His cross, went out to a place called the place of a Skull, which is called in Hebrew, Golgotha, where they crucified Him, and two others with Him, one on either side, and Jesus in the center.  Now Pilate wrote a title, and put it on the cross.  And the writing was: JESUS OF NAZARETH, THE KING OF THE JEWS.  Then many of the Jews read this title for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city; and it was written in Hebrew, Greek, and Latin.  Therefore the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, ‘Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but, ‘He said, ‘I am the King of the Jews.’’  Pilate answered, ‘What I have written, I have written.’  Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took His garments and made four parts, to each soldier a part, and also the tunic.  Now the tunic was without seam, woven from the top in one piece.  They said therefore among themselves, ‘Let us not tear it but cast lots for it, whose it shall be,’ that the Scripture might be fulfilled which says: ‘They divided My garments among them, and for My clothing they cast lots.’  Therefore the soldiers did these things.  Now there stood by the cross of Jesus His mother, and His mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene.  When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing by, He said to His mother, ‘Woman, behold your son.’  Then He said to the disciple, ‘Behold your mother!’  And from that hour that disciple took her to his own home.  After this, Jesus, knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the Scripture might be fulfilled, said, ‘I thirst!’  Now a vessel full of sour wine was sitting there; and they filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on hyssop, and put it to His mouth.  So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, ‘It is finished!’  And bowing His head, He gave up His Spirit.”





Praise the Lord, all you people.  For He has done great and marvelous things!  The Scriptures, especially the Psalms, are full of praises to the Lord.  God inhabits our praises.  He is very near when we praise Him!  His loving presence grows stronger and stronger, overcoming oppression, sickness, and defeat of every kind.  In His presence, there is fullness of joy: “You will show me the path of life; in Your presence is fullness of joy…” (Psalm 16:11)  and, Nehemiah 8:10, which says: “…for the joy of the Lord is your strength.”  Today, it is the good news about Jesus that is the source of our joy!  In John 15:11, Jesus said, “These things I have spoken to you, that My joy may remain in you, and that your joy may be full.”





Another of my favorite scriptures, Psalm 103, clearly shows that it is God’s will to heal every ailment in our bodies, and deliver us out of the troubles we face.  (See also:  Psalm 34:19; 54:7; Proverbs 11:8; Acts 7:10; 2 Timothy 3:11.)  As we praise God with all our heart, and call to remembrance His mighty works, we can partake of His goodness as promised in verses 1-5, shown below:





“Bless (Praise) the Lord, O my soul; And all that is within me, bless His holy name!  Bless the Lord, O my soul, And forget not all His benefits:  Who forgives all your iniquities (sins), Who heals all your diseases, Who redeems your life from destruction, Who crowns you with lovingkindness and tender mercies, Who satisfies your mouth (and life) with good things, So that your youth is renewed like the eagle’s.” (underlines are mine)





If this isn’t happening for you, seek the Lord’s direction; stay in His presence.  Continue in the Word and in prayer until you see results! 














 D a y   20 – Christ Rises from the Dead! (Continued from Day 19)





 “‘(Jesus) is not here, but is risen!’”	  


							 Luke 24:6

















Indeed, besides all this, today is the third day since these things happened.  Yes, and certain women of our company, who arrived at the tomb early, astonished us.  When they did not find His body, they came saying that they had also seen a vision of angels who said He was alive.  And certain of those who were with us went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said; but Him they did not see.’  Then He said to them, ‘O foolish ones, and slow of heart to believe in all that the prophets have spoken! Ought not the Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into His glory?’  And beginning at Moses and all the Prophets, He expounded to them in all the Scriptures the things concerning Himself.  Then they drew near to the village where they were going, and He indicated that He would have gone farther.  But they constrained Him, saying, ‘Abide with us, for it is toward evening, and the day is far spent.’  And He went in to stay with them.  Now it came to pass, as He sat at the table with them, that He took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them.  Then their eyes were opened and they knew Him; and He vanished from their sight.  And they said to one another, ‘Did not our heart burn within us while He talked with us on the road, and while He opened the Scriptures to us?’  So they rose up that very hour and returned to Jerusalem, and found the eleven and those who were with them gathered together, saying, ‘The Lord is risen indeed, and has appeared to Simon!’”   (Several more times the Lord appeared to His disciples and many others before He was carried up into heaven.  Read the remainder of Luke, Chapter 24.)





Rejoice!  Jesus said (John 14:1-3), “Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in God, believe also in Me.  In My Father’s house are many mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you.  I go to prepare a place for you.  And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also.”  Hallelujah!  Praise the Lord for our Heavenly Hope!








Prayer:  Dear God,  I praise and worship You. There are not words enough to thank You for what Jesus did for me! Your love passes understanding. I receive now that victory – salvation, healing, deliverance, restoration, and most of all, eternal life with You in heaven – because of Jesus’ finished work. Amen. 








Prayer:  Dear God,  I praise You with all my heart.  Thank you for saving me, healing me, and delivering me out of all my pains and troubles.  Help me to draw closer to Jesus, and to walk continually in the presence and power of Your Holy Spirit.  Amen.





Day 21 –  God Inhabits Our Praises





“Bless the Lord, O my soul; And all that is within me, bless His holy name!… (The Lord) heals all your diseases…”





								Psalm 103:1, 3





God sent His word to heal you and me!  Mostly in this book, we have been studying about the living Word, who is Jesus, according to John 1:1-3: “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.”  This is talking about Jesus!  Let’s look at this in God’s creation (Genesis, Chapters 1 and 2), where “…God said, ‘Let there be light;’ and there was light.”  God  continued creating in the same way:  God said…God said…God said.  Each time God called something into existence, He spoke a word.  The scripture we read in John, Chapter 1, says that Jesus was the Word, and was with God in the creation, and made all things!  So here, we can begin to see the power of the Word.  





God inspired men to write the Holy Bible.  It is His written Word.  The written Word also has the power to heal and change lives as shown in today’s verse.  Isaiah 55:11 tells us, “So shall My word be that goes forth from My mouth; It shall not return to Me void, But it shall accomplish what I (the Lord) please, And it shall prosper in the thing for which I sent it.”





God created man in His image, so if God’s Word is powerful, so are our words!  Speak words that agree with God’s Word and are filled with faith and love; they will also prosper and bring good success in that which you are seeking.  Negative words cause negative results!  We need to be careful what we speak!








Prayer:  Dear Father,  Thank you for Your living and written Word which is powerful and heals me.  Help me to put a watch over my mouth, and speak faith-filled words that agree with Your Word and Your ways.  In Jesus’ Name, I pray.  Amen.  





Day 22 – Healed by the Word





“He sent His word and healed them.”





								Psalm 107:20





Words are critical to your healing and success in life.   Yesterday, we learned about God’s living Word (Jesus) and written word (the Bible).  And, that we must learn to control and purposely choose our words carefully.  In our own natural strength, this is almost impossible!  (see James, Chapter 3)  But, if you want your words to agree with God’s word, there’s only one way to accomplish this.  Spend time reading the Bible, as written in Proverbs 4:20-22:  “My son, give attention to my words.  Incline your ear to my sayings. Do not let them depart from your eyes;  Keep them in the midst of your heart; for they are life to those who find them, And health to all their flesh.”  Fill your heart and mind with the Word – the living Word and the written word -- and when you speak, the right words will come out!   Words that will defeat the enemy! Words that will bring victory! 





What you give your attention to will determine your priorities and the results that are produced in your life.  If we spend hours every day watching television which is not edifying,  or simply gabbing on the phone about unimportant trivia; then we are not getting the life-giving, life-changing word of God into our heart.  If we put everything and everybody before Jesus; then God’s presence and power will be weak in our lives, and we will not see the healing and the success we desire.  Examine your priorities today – are you spending time with the Lord, or just wasting it?   In verse 23, the writer continues:  “Keep your heart with all diligence, For out of it spring the issues of life.”  (See also Joshua 1:8.)  Make a daily appointment with the Lord, and put God and His word first! 








Prayer:  Dear God,  Help me to pay attention to your word, and spend time with You daily.  I resist and set aside those things that distract me and waste time.  I will be a hearer and a doer of your word according to Joshua 1:8 and James 1:22. (Read)  Amen.  





Day 23 – Put God First!








“For (My words) are life to those who find them, And health to all their flesh.”





								Proverbs 4:22





“Not much is happening yet.  I’m just waiting on God.”  How often have you heard those words?  How often have you said those words?  Well, did you know, that most of the time, we’re not really waiting on God – He’s waiting on us!  You’re hoping and waiting for more…but have you followed the last instruction God gave you?  Have you been faithful “in little,” so that He can give you more?  I know, I fail all too often in this area.





There is great strength in waiting on God, as evidenced in this portion of scripture in Isaiah 40:29-31: “(God) gives power to the weak, And to those who have no might He increases strength.  Even the youths shall faint and be weary, And the young men shall utterly fall, But those who wait on the Lord Shall renew their strength; They shall mount up with wings like eagles, They shall run and not be weary, They shall walk and not faint.”





Actually, waiting is very active.  Have you ever watched a waiter or waitress “waiting on” tables?  They are busy serving. They are constantly asking if there is anything else they can do.  I believe it’s this kind of waiting the Lord has in mind in these scriptures.  While we are exercising our faith, and patience, we look expectantly for the answer to our need.  This waiting period can be one of the best times of all!  We learn, we grow in grace and character, we discover new things about God and sometimes ourselves. Don’t waste this time complaining or being fretful; put it to good use, and know that God’s timing is always perfect. 








Prayer:  Dear Father in heaven,  You know all things – Your timing and ways are perfect.  Help me to wait patiently, faithfully following Your guidance, for You to work all things together for good according to Romans 8:28. (Read)  In Jesus’ Name, Amen.





Day 24 – 	Wait on God, But Don’t Just Sit There!








“But those who wait on the Lord Shall renew their strength…”





								Isaiah 40:31 





Love makes the world go ‘round, so they say. It surely is a powerful force in the kingdom of God.  What is love?  One good example is found in Isaiah 58:6-8: “Is this not the fast I (God) have chosen: To loose the bonds of wickedness, To undo the heavy burdens, To let the oppressed go free, And that you break every yoke?  Is it not to share your bread with the hungry, And that you bring to your house the poor who are cast out; When you see the naked, that you cover him. And not hide yourself from your own flesh?  Then your light shall break forth like the morning, Your healing shall spring forth speedily…”  If you read this entire chapter, you’ll see that the writer is speaking about people who have an outward appearance of righteousness. But, God looks at our heart and our motives.  And what is in our heart will flow out through our actions.  Do we really care enough about others to help them even if it’s inconvenient or uncomfortable? God promises that when we forget about ourselves and focus on the needs of others, He will bring about our healing speedily!  





Faith works by love, and just as faith pleases the Father, so does love.  In fact, God is love; so we act as our Father’s representatives when we show love to others.  Also important to receiving healing, and every good thing, is forgiveness: “But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your trespasses.” (Mark 11: 26)  A special word here to married couples: “Wives, submit to your own husbands, as to the Lord (in love and obedience).” (Ephesians 5:22),  and: “Husbands, likewise, dwell with them with understanding, giving honor to the wife…that your prayers may not be hindered.” (1 Peter 3:7)  Even our prayer life depends on love!








Prayer:  Dear God,  Fill me with Your love for my family and for others, so that I may do good to them at every opportunity.  Help me to forgive anyone who’s hurt me, and to forget the past so my prayers will not be hindered. Thank you for forgiving me.  Amen.





Day 25 – Love One Another








“By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love one for another.”





								John 13:35





James 5:14-15 says: “Is anyone among you sick?  Let him call for the elders of the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord.  And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise him up.  And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.”  God honors the authority of the leaders whom He has called into the ministry.  If you will submit to their direction, you will reap great benefits from their anointing and gifting. In the Bible, speaking about the leaders of the early Church, Acts 14:3 declares: “Therefore they stayed there a long time, speaking boldly in the Lord, who was bearing witness of the word of His grace, granting signs and wonders to be done by their hands.”





Attend a Bible-teaching, faith-preaching church that believes in God’s healing power. God has given gifts to the leaders and the workers in His church. Chapter 12 of 1 Corinthians lists the spiritual gifts which are given to both leaders and believers; these include: word of wisdom, word of knowledge, faith, gifts of healings, working of miracles, prophecy, discerning of spirits, different kinds of tongues, and the interpretation of tongues.  Obviously, the gifts of healings and the working of miracles directly relate to healing the sick; however, often the other gifts also work in conjunction with these to bring healing and deliverance to the afflicted.   Go to church! 





God has promised to pour out His Spirit upon all flesh. Glory to God!  We are seeing greater manifestations of God’s power and presence than ever before.








Prayer:  Dear God,  Thank you for Your Holy Spirit, and His gifts operating upon the earth and in Your Church today.  Help me to be submissive to the Church leadership You have called and anointed for ministry to me.   In Jesus’ Name,  Amen.





Day 26 – Church is a Healing Place





“…to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit, to another the working of miracles…”





							           1 Corinthians 12:9-10





God has commissioned and equipped not only church leaders to operate in the gifts of the Holy Spirit, but ordinary people like you and me who have extraordinary faith and desire to do great things for God, and others.  (See Ephesians 4:11-12.)





If you are sick, seek out another believer who knows God’s word and has faith for divine healing. Matthew 18:18-19 declares, “Assuredly, I say to you, whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.  Again I say to you that if two of you agree on earth concerning anything that they ask, it will be done for them by My Father in heaven.  For where two or three are gathered in My name, I am there in the midst of them.”   The prayer of agreement with another believer is powerful because Jesus is in it!  God has given His ministers and His body the power to bind and cast out evil spirits.  And, to loose His healing and   delivering power for the benefit of the sick and afflicted. You can pray to God yourself in agreement with His word, or seek out other believers who will intercede in your behalf.  





In our scripture portion for today, Jesus promises: “And these signs shall follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and (the sick) will recover.”  (Mark 16:17-18) 





As believers, we have authority (in Christ) over sickness, lack, failure – everything the devil can throw at us!   Praise God!








Prayer:  Dear Lord,  Thank you for the awesome power there is in the prayer of agreement and faith.  Surround me with believers who know how to operate in spiritual warfare and break through the forces of sickness and oppression to effect the manifestation of my healing.   In Jesus’ name, I pray.   Amen.





Day 27 – And the Sick Shall Recover





“…they will lay hands on the sick, and (the sick) will recover.”





								Mark 16:18





Jesus prepared His disciples (and us) for His return to heaven and His promise to come again for us.   In the meantime, He has not left us alone:  “And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever – the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you.” (John 14:16-17)   Not only is the Holy Spirit, Who draws us to Christ, the agent of salvation; He is the One who empowers us to witness for Christ and to live a victorious Christian life (See Acts 1:8).  The Holy Spirit energizes and strengthens you!





As we yield ourselves to Him through obedience to God’s word; He will guide and teach us the way to go, and all that we need to know. His fruits – love, joy, peace, longsuffering (patience), kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control – will develop in us.  (Galatians 5:22-23)  As mentioned previously, the gifts of the Holy Spirit operate through believers to bring healing, miracles, direction, edification and encouragement to others.  





The Holy Spirit comes to dwell in you when you are born again.  However, the Bible also speaks of the baptism with the Holy Spirit which will “endue you with power from on high .” (See Luke 24:49.)   Seek out a church, or a believer, who believes and teaches the baptism with the Holy Spirit, and ask them to explain this more thoroughly.  (See also Matthew 3:11; Mark 1:8, 16:7; Luke 11:9-13; Acts 1:5, 8; 2; 10:44-46; 19:1-6; Romans 8:6-27; 1 Corinthians 14:2, 4-5; Jude 20; and many others.)








Prayer:  Dear God,   Thank you for Your promised Holy Spirit Who teaches me all things, and empowers me to live victoriously.  I have read the scriptures listed above; help me to understand and to obey Your word – Jesus, baptize me with Your Holy Spirit, with the evidence of speaking in other tongues.  Amen.  





Day 28 – The Holy Spirit





“‘Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ Says the Lord of hosts.”





								Zechariah 4:6





In the book of 1 Corinthians, chapters 1 and 2, the Apostle Paul impresses upon us the importance of the cross of Christ. This is the power of God wherein lies our hope.  Listen to the words of Paul:    





“For Christ did not send me to baptize, but to preach the gospel, not with wisdom of words, lest the cross of Christ should be made of no effect. For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God.” (verses 1:17-18)  Many declare the gospel of Christ to be foolish; but they are the ones who are foolish – rejecting the plan of God for eternal life.  





Again, In verses 1:23-24, Paul goes on:  “…but we preach Christ crucified…Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God” and in verse 2:5, “…that your faith should not be in the wisdom of men but in the power of God.”





In today’s scripture, we learn how to overcome the devil and his evil works that have been pitted against us.  It is by the blood of  the Lamb, Jesus Christ!   Through Jesus Christ, we are more than conquerors. Romans 8:37 declares, “Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us.”  The blood of Jesus is our greatest weapon!  But simply knowing about the blood of Christ is not enough. We must continually enforce the blood against our demonic enemies through our faith in Jesus Christ, and knowing and confessing the word of God  (our testimony).  Memorize the scriptures in this book and repeat them on a consistent basis. As your relationship with the Lamb and your faith in Him grows, you will have victory in Jesus!














Prayer:  Dear God,  I confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, and that His blood was shed on the cross for my victory over the devil. I overcome this (name your condition) by the blood of the Lamb and the word of my testimony of faith in Jesus Christ.   Amen.
